SUBSCRIPTIONS

For as long as any committee member can remember subscriptions have been £5. We have made losses for the last
two years and although we have funds of £2,000 it is time to increase the subscriptions. One of the reasons for this
is that are now meeting in the upper hall. This costs £15 more than the lower hall and adds a large amount to our
costs. It is sensible to move upstairs as we are outgrowing the lower hall which is limited to sixty people and we have
hit this number. The average attendance is higher than it was. We have approximately 60 members so our
maximum income would be £480 plus £90 from visitors over the year. Speakers’ fees are increasing and | have
allowed £300 for this. The attached budget shows an income of £690 and outgoings of £741 giving a loss of £51
although we usually get some additional income so | would hope not to make a loss.
